During Holy Week, the last week in the earthly life of
Jesus, I  have the sense of a life unnecessarily cut short. I f
we enter this time with a sense of the inevitable death of
Jesus, we may mute the role of the participants. We may
not consider the separate forces that came together to per-
petrate a crime against an innocent man. And we may not
consider what in the motives of the major actors sounds all
too familiar: fear of losing power; disagreement with tactics
and goals; jealousy; discomfort with any kind of conflict. I f
Jesus had lived another year or more, I  wonder how much
we could have learned through his teaching, how many
people would have had their lives turned around by
becoming a follower?

How much did Jesus want to continue living? In the 
garden doesnÕt he pray that he wonÕt be killed? He never
shied away from speaking truth to and about the powerful,
but it was not to bait them. He wasnÕt looking for a fight!

How hard was it for Jesus not to pull off a good miracleÑ
and save himself? I  think there were many other things he
could have done, not for himself, but for others. Would it
have been wrong for him to slip through the hands of a
betrayer and accusers?

What in us is like Peter who became terrified that he
would be arrested, so that he categorically denied even
knowing Jesus? Could we have stood near the cross,
unable to stop an execution, yet at least be willing to asso-
ciate with the accused?

S¿ren Kierkegaard, the 19th century Danish Philosopher-
T heologian made a distinction between those who admire
Christ and those who are followers. 

ÒI t is well known that Christ consistently used the expres-
sion Ôfollower.Õ  He never asks for admirersÉ .  No, he calls
disciples.É  His whole life on earth, from beginning to
end, was destined solely to have followers and to make
admirers impossible.

ÒTo want to admire instead of to follow Christ is not nec-
essarily an invention by bad people.  Admirers are only too
willing to serve Christ as long as proper caution is exer-
cised, lest one personally come in contact with danger.Ó

ÒNow suppose that there is no longer any special danger,
as it no doubt is in so many of our Christian countries,
bound up with publicly confessing Christ.  T he difference
between following and admiring still remains.  Does not
the WayÐChristÕs requirement to die to the world and
deny the selfÐdoes this not contain enough danger?Ó

ÒAdmirers never make any true sacrifices.  T hey always
play it safe.  T hough in words they are inexhaustible
about how highly they prize Christ, they renounce noth-
ing, will not reconstruct their life, and will not let their life
express what it is they supposedly admire.  Not so for fol-
lowers.  No, no.  Followers aspire with all their strength to
be what they admire.Ó  Provocations: Spiritual Writings of

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Columbarium Task Force

At the request of the Pastor, a task force has
been formed to investigate the feasibility of
installing a Columbarium here in First Church. 
A columbarium is a memorial wall with niches
behind an attractive bronze face plate for the 
storage of cremated remains. An individual brass
name plate is placed on each niche for easy 
identification. New decisions have been made
and none will be made until the necessary 
information can be researched and presented to
the congregation. 

Historically, the Church has been the final
resting place for deceased members and a
Columbarium makes this possible for those who
find this an appropriate, economical manner to
honor their dead. Customarily the niches are sold
either prior to need or at the time of need for
those who choose to have the cremated remains
(cremains) of their loved ones placed in a quiet
Chapel-like setting. A Columbarium can be 
inside or outside. 

The Task Force consists of the Pastor, Linda
Thompson, Judy Silz, and Wes Powell (chair). 
It has been charged with gathering information 
on locations, style, costs, and other details to
determine if this is a viable project that will be
positively received by you, part of our Church
family. Should you have any input, either pro or
con, we will be grateful to receive it, as that will
assist us in making a proper evaluation concerning
the need for a Columbarium in First Church. 
We will be working to gather the necessary 
information to make an informed recommenda-
tion, when the facts are clear. 

Please do not hesitate to speak with one 
of us, should you have a question or comment as
we move forward.

For several years we have celebrated after Easter in a
way that has traditions in the church, but is not the
typical Sunday service. We have engaged in ÒEaster
laughterÓ. We laugh at the forces of violence that
tried to destroy Jesus. People who had no understand-
ing of Jesus thought they could put an end to him
through killing him. Clearly it didnÕt work. Laughter
is good for oneÕs health: physically, mentally, emotion-
ally, and spiritually. There is great joy in our faith and
we want to celebrate that together.

Our Holy Humor Sunday is April 11. The theme this
year harkens back to Robert FulghumÕs book All I
Really Need to Know I Learned in Kindergarten. Some 
of his advice includes: ÒShare everything. Play fair.
DonÕt hit people. Say youÕre sorry when you hurt
somebody.Ó Sometimes adults need to go back to
kindergarten!

HereÕs what you can do to get ready:

Work on your wild wardrobeÑthe more colors and the
less harmony among those colorsÑthe better. (Think
of the times you dressed yourself at 5 and came up
with an outfit that didnÕt pass parental approval.)

Wear an Easter bonnetÑof your own creation.

Come prepared to celebrate God’s joke on death,
through the resurrection of Jesus.
